Objectives: SWBAT to reflect upon the actions and decisions that earned them I.S.S.
Directions: 
Complete a three paragraph reflection essay. An Outline is given to you to help you complete each paragraph sentence by sentence, but it must be hand written in its entirety and completed by the end of the school day. If it is not completed by the end of the school day, you must stay until 3:30 to complete the essay.

Essay Outline

Paragraph 1 (At least four complete sentences): 

5W’s and H.



Your introductory paragraph must clearly explain why you are in ISS. Therefore write a sentence for each of the 5 W’s; (Who, What, Where, When, and Why), and the (H; How) to get started. This paragraph must contain only factual information. 

Example: Where:  Where did the incident take place.

Paragraph 2 (At Least four complete sentences): 

School Rules.

This paragraph must link the information you presented in the first paragraph with the disciplinary graphic organizer in the Higgins Middle School handbook. (Understand that a Housemaster does not always have to follow the Graphic Organizer exactly and it is their discretion of the incident that determines your ISS placement. This paragraph must connect what you did with what acronym from HAWKS SOAR you violated.

Paragraph 3 (At Least four complete sentences):

Reflection and Preparation
This should be the essence of your essay. How would you feel if you were in the other persons shoes? You should use your own voice and opinion in this section. You are free to say whatever you want, but consider the class Objectives you are being graded on. 
Assessment: You will be assessed on a 1-5 scale as outlined below.

1 Point.
Essay lacks three paragraphs, complete sentences and fails to show reflection.

2 
Points
Essay has three paragraphs but does not follow outline, and fails to show reflection.

3 
Points
Essay shows reflection but does not follow essay outline. Essay lacks three complete paragraph.

4 Points
Essay Shows reflection and has three complete paragraphs but has some grammar and spelling mistakes.

5. Points
Essay is completed, follows essay format, shows true reflection and has little to no spelling or grammar mistakes.
